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The emboss-resist technique
makes us think of shiny white
or bright stamped images with
nicely blended inks behind
them. It's one of the most
common techniques used by

Inky crafters (and | count myself
as one of thosel!) to highlight
your stamping with ink.

The most common inkpads
used for this are dye-based

We shine the spotlight on creative emboss-resist

techniques using alcohol ink

inks which you might use for
blending, such as Distress Ink
or Distress Oxide Ink. Any ink
which you can apply with
blending tools is suitable, as
the key to this technique is

that the melted powder resists
the ink, and a quick buff with

a clean cloth restores it to its
original colour.

What will the effect be if we

use liquid alcohol ink instead?
Alcohol ink sticks to most shiny
surfaces. This is the advantage,
as we know, when colouring
on acetate or vellum, and the
reason why crafting experts
advocate shiny paper, such

as Yupo. This is a fabulous
medium, but due to its nature,
it will warp badly when heated
— meaning we can’t achieve

this technique using that type
of paper!

So we have to use a different
cardstock, such as watercolour
paper. It does absorb the ink
a little differently and it won't
move the same as on Yupo
paper, but work with it, adding
in lots of blending solution to
help it spread. The results are
different, and it might take a

few practices to find your feet
with it, but it really does make
for great inky backgrounds.
As alcohol ink will colour a
shiny surface, it will affect the
heat-embossed design it is
being used over. This is where
we get the fun results you can
see here; a subtle tint, nothing
Is white anymore as the
embossing picks up a little of

the colour from the ink. It won't
wipe off, nor will it come off
onto your fingers, as the only
thing that will move alcohol ink
is more alcohol, be it blending
solution or isopropanol. So,
once dry it will not move. Try
this technique with pearlized or
metallic alcohol inks for a real
sheen on your work.

For the strongest results, look

at the effect on white. You can
really see the difference on the
"You make my heart smile" card;
the floral design has alcohol
iInk blended over it and has
taken on a pale blue hue, yet
the sentiment, added last, is
bright white. You can see this
on the solid butterflies and, as
| brushed the ink horizontally
here, the subtle streaks add

a really pretty twist to the
emboss-resist technique.

For a perfect finish, if your
emboss-resist stamping looks
a bit tarnished by the alcohol
Ink, give it a blast with a heat
tool. It brings back the original
sheen, now with the added

colour from the ink, creating
a defined and tactile finish to

your creations!
